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Merry Christmas! 

 

I don‟t know about you, but my house has been transformed into a tornado of torn gift 

wrap, ribbons and gifts, kept spinning by a new puppy. 

 

It‟s nice to be here, in the serenity of Christ Church for a while today, to think about what 

Christmas means to God. 

 

At Christ Church, we always choose to pair the hullabaloo of 

the Christmas Eve services with the Christmas story from 

Luke‟s gospel – matching the chaos and glory of shepherd, 

angels, manger and inn with the chaos and glory of our own 

heavenly choir, trombones, bells, and all. 

 

On Christmas Day we read we read this other Christmas 

story from John‟s gospel, describing the incarnation from 

God‟s perspective: The Word made flesh. 

 

“In the beginning, there was the Word.” This was the real 

beginning: ap archon, it says in Greek, „beginning‟ as a 

noun, unlike our Genesis creation story, which begins with a 

verb: “When God began to create…” the Hebrew of Genesis says. 

 

But before God began to create, in the beginning; at the very beginning, there was the 

Word. And that Greek word for “Word,” „logos,” has a world of meaning in it. It means 

„word‟ as a part of speech, but it also means „reason,‟ and the power to create, and „truth,‟ 

and the path to truth. God‟s Word is much more than just a word. 

 

And I just have one thought to share about that on this Christmas day. 

 

During Advent, our Eucharistic Prayer thanked God for the incarnation because by God‟s 

divinity becoming human, our humanity might be made divine. In the same vein, I‟d like 

you to consider that God‟s Word became flesh so that our flesh might become Word. 

And this is my 

Christmas prayer for 

you: that by God’s 

creative, truthful, 

reasoning Word 

becoming flesh, your 

mortal flesh may 

become creative, 

truthful, reasoning 

Word. 
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Jesus calls us, invites us, empowers us to become more than just ourselves. To become 

reason. To become creativity. To become the truth. 

 

And this is my Christmas prayer for you: that by God‟s creative, truthful, reasoning Word 

becoming flesh, your mortal flesh may become creative, truthful, reasoning Word.
